Dear CGCM Family, Peace be with you!

As I sit down to write this 2025 Annual Report, my heart overflows with indescribable gratitude. If 2024
was a year for us to "dig for treasure" and collectively experience "Finding Happiness" in the Lord, then
2025 has been a pivotal year where we carried that profound sense of blessing to bravely cross our own
borders and live out the vision of "Stepping Out."

From "Finding Happiness' to '""Sharing Happiness'': The Continuity of Our Vision

In 2024, we encouraged one another with the Parable of the Hidden Treasure from Matthew 13:44,
emphasizing that the reality of the Christian faith lies in discovering a "happiness" so great that one would
"sell all they have" to possess it. Last year, through our "Happiness Groups," community outreach dinners,
and various fellowship activities, we witnessed countless lives encounter joy, growth, and renewal in Christ.

However, the happiness the Lord Jesus bestows upon us was never meant for us to savor alone. The Apostle
Paul declared that he considered everything a loss because of the surpassing worth of knowing Christ. In
2025, this "surpassing treasure" was transformed into an outward momentum. We embraced the theme
"Stepping Out—Consecration and Sending," believing that we cannot simply sit and wait, but must actively
break out of our comfort zones and self-imposed limitations. We firmly believe: "Even if not everyone can
be a missionary, we can all participate in the work of missions."

2025: Footsteps of Grace, A Year of '"Stepping Out"

This year, God led Chinese Gospel Church of Massachusetts (CGCM) across geographical, cultural, and
spiritual boundaries, as we responded to the Great Commission with practical action:

1. Gospel Footprints Across Borders:

e South America Short-Term Mission (March): Elder Hsu and Vivienne Shimu, Pastor Xiao and
Xiaoyan Shimu, Elder Tu, and Brother Tung-Chuan and his wife traveled to Peru and Argentina.
This endeavor was not only for the sake of the Gospel but also to embody our church's heart to be a
"sent" people.

e Youth and Parent Mission to Taiwan (July): This was a beautiful moment of spiritual legacy. I saw
our next generation leave the comfort of Massachusetts to serve in rural Taiwan through the Village
Gospel Mission (VGM) bilingual camps. This was more than service; it was the flow of "happiness"
from one generation to the next.



UK COCM & Bristol Mission: From late July to early August, my wife Lydia and I participated in
the Chinese Overseas Christian Mission (COCM) Summer Family Conference. By serving overseas
Chinese families, we gained a deeper understanding of the indispensable role the family plays in
Gospel work.

Germany Mission Exploration (October): Elder Hsu and Vivienne Shimu, Pastor and Mrs. Xiao as
well as Elder Joe set out once again to visit three cities in Germany. This was a pioneering visit that
opened our eyes to the vast needs of the mission field in Europe.

2. Rooting in the Community through Mercy Ministries: "Stepping Out" means not only flying to distant
lands but also walking into our own neighborhood.

We continue to promote the "Happiness Group" twice a year, so that the Gospel Church can continue
to be a source of happiness shared in the community.

Refugee Care Ministry (English Ministry): This ministry embodies our burden for the vulnerable,
offering "a cup of cold water" to strangers in their time of greatest need.

Community Service Practice: Through our involvement with Daniel’s Table and Feed My Starving
Children, we put our faith into action, allowing our neighbors to see the tangible love of Christ.

During our Autumn Clean-up in October 2025, I saw everyone working together to care for God’s house;
during our Mission Conference with Rev. David Hsu, I saw a collective fire for the Gospel. All of this
testifies to the fact that when we are willing to be sent by the Lord, "happiness" is found in every act of
service and every step of faith.

2026 Outlook: Family as Mission

Following the expansion of our outward missions in 2025, we are now preparing for the final chapter of our
2024-2026 three-year vision: "Family as Mission" (X&) in 2026.

Through our various ministries in 2025, we have realized that if we are to take the Gospel to the ends of the
earth, our strongest base must be our own homes. In 2026, we look forward to:

1.

Continuity in Missions: Continuing our Youth Mission to Taiwan and exploring further
involvement with COCM through conferences and potential mid-to-long-term mission opportunities.

Rooting Inward: Turning every home into a "micro-mission station." It’s no longer just about
"going" somewhere to do missions, but letting our marriages, parenting, and hospitality become the
most persuasive testimonies of our faith.

The Gospel Cycle: Allowing the happiness we found in 2024 and the strength we found in stepping
out in 2025 to flow back into our homes in 2026. Our goal is to establish a Christ-centered family
culture, making CGCM a community of countless blessed families.



Conclusion: Walking Together in Grace

Looking back at 2025, I am so proud of every brother and sister who was willing to step out of their comfort
zone—whether by joining a short-term mission, engaging in community care, or providing silent support
through prayer and giving. I thank God for His guidance and protection throughout 2025.

Christ." As 2026 approaches, let us prepare our homes, so that the love of the Lord may flow from under

every roof until all nations see this heavenly happiness.

But for others, we are called to “stay” and care for those who are from the “ends of the earth”
who have come here!

Whether it is through showing love to our literal neighbors next door, or even those who God
brings into our lives who are different than us, our goal is to show how God’s love has changed
us.

In 2025, we continued the call God has given the church to care for his “protected class of people”
as an opportunity to reach out to those in physical need (refugees, the poor, immigrants).

We began a quarterly food drive to support Daniel’s Table Food Pantry. (Framingham). Daniel’s
Table provides food security for families with children under 18 and senior citizens who live
in/near Framingham.

In partnership with Faith Church (Hopkinton) we formed a group of individuals from the English
and Chinese congregations and adopted the name “Loving Our Global Neighbor” to restart our
outreach to visit and care for a family that has recently moved to the United States. We helped
collect furniture and set up their apartment!

Another example of how we demonstrated that love was through participating in the Welcoming
Alliance for Refugee Ministries (W.A.R.M) Christmas party and helping with tutoring to English
Language Learners!

The English Congregation’s involvement in these kinds of outreach opportunities does so through
the conviction that God does not want us to form our lives into a “spiritual” vs “physical separation
that causes us to miss the fact that God cares about the physical lives of people.

The question is asked, “What is it like when God’s kingdom shows up in the world”? The English
congregation seeks to show that acts of love, mercy, compassion, and generosity abound!

e On 8/8, CGCM hosted a joint fellowship with the Sharon church (CCMSB) with icebraker
games, worship with reflection on our relationship with Jesus, and small groups to discuss
Philippians 3:7-11, prepared by Pastor Angie Piao (https://bit.ly/4svqyul).

e On 11/14, Pastor Eric led the youth in a “Loss simulation exercise” he learned at a refugee
care seminar. The game taught about awareness, and empathy/sympathy towards people who
are in need from personal loss.

The main functions of the Board of Deacons are to implement the decisions of the church Council, and
those made at the Congregation meetings; to oversee the administration and operation of the church; to
maintain the upkeep of the church properties; and to undertake many other sundry responsibilities: so as to
ensure a smooth operation of the church on a day-to-day basis, including Sunday worship, special events,
and the various regular ministries.

The term of a Deacon is for 2 years, eligible for nomination to serve a second term of another 2 years, after
when he/she must retire for another year, before he/she can be nominated for deaconship again.

DEACONS NOMINATION COMMITTEE

For selection of new deacons to replace the retiring deacons, a Deacon Nomination Committee would be
formed: consisting of the Senior Pastor, an Elder, a Deacon representative, and 4 representatives from the
active voting members of the congregation (chosen by drawing of lots from names provided by each
fellowship).

The Committee makes recommendations of candidates to the Elders Board, which, after discussion and
reaching consensus, made recommendations to the Council for discussion and approval. After that,
candidates would be approached for acceptance of nomination. They would then be presented at a
congregational meeting for congregational approval.

In 2025, the Deacons Nomination Committee members were: Pastor Chen, Elder Tu, Deacon Song Wang,
Pan Luo, Ganfeng Wu, Tongquan Li and Desheng Wang.

Pan Luo, Li Zou Vivienne and Desheng Wang were approved as Deacons to replace the Deacons who were
retiring at the end of 2025. The new Deacons assumed office in January 2026. We are most appreciative of
the services of the retiring Deacons: Libo, Huaibin, and Song.
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Mingxiang will take the new position of Deacon for English ministry. Vivienne will replace him as the
Secretary Deacon. Pan will replace Song as the Worship Deacon. Desheng will replace Libo as the Property
Deacon. Li Zou will replace Huaibin as the Education Deacon.
We wish the retiring Deacons have a year of good rest and renewal in 2026.
All Deacons serve diligently, faithfully, and sacrificially in their respective ministries.
Please read their separate report of their ministries in this Annual Report. Uphold their ministries in your
prayers and give them your support and constructive suggestions as to how to improve the ministries. Better
still, get involved and serve in the various ministries.

Praise to Our Lord for last year’s blessing and again this year continuous abundant provisions ...

During my February congregational meeting, as of February16, 2025 we had a surplus of
$36,109. In beginning of the mid-year, the offerings were trailing below the budget. Finally, we
finished the year above the budget by 31%. Total actual offering amount of $1,088.963 vs the
budget of $833.312.

Our 2025 Profit & Loss Statement produced a strong net income of $415,543 a lot higher than
last year (in 2024 net income of $212,080) results a 26% jump.

VBS ended with profit of $646.

Property expenses were very much higher (almost double) more than last year:
Building & Alarm Maintenance & other up-grade overdue projects needed to be completed.

Our Balance Sheet reflected our overall Assets and Equity maintained 12% higher than last year.
This year with our all-combined Banks balance jump to 82% vs last year.

Our General Fund Offering was $297.3135 higher than last year. While our local mission remains
the same as last year; World Mission was $11.493 higher than last year.

Along with our Fidelity Investment grew_10.4% higher than last year. Thanks to our Finance
Committee maintain investing in our US Treasury Bonds yields an average of 4.125% and Bank
CD yields 4-5%. In addition, stock donations are also ongoing received throughout the year.
Starting this is my second term as finance deacon, I'm always truly thankful and appreciate all
brothers’ and sisters’ tremendous support and contributions (especially Wenlin’s willingly and
endlessly mentoring and guiding me to the right direction.

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Chinese congregation

It consists of Mandarin and Cantonese speaking attendants. Pastor Chen (the Senior Pastor) and
Pastor Xiao serve the Chinese congregation.

Sunday worship service is conducted in Mandarin. But the sermon had been translated into
Cantonese in the first week of the month when Holy Communion was also held.

But this changed in 2026, when simultaneous subtitles of the sermon now appear on the screen -
which replaces the Cantonese translation on the pulpit. This will shorten the service time and
encourage more Cantonese members to attend the service in person, as they can now follow the
sermon that is given in Mandarin with the subtitles.

English congregation

It consists of both adults and youths: Pastor Eric serving the adults (including young professional,
graduates, and college students), and Pastor Ivan serving the youths.

Worship service for the adults and youths is joint and is conducted in English. Children no longer
attend the singing portion at the beginning of the service.

Administration

Lisa, our Administrator, to whom everyone turns to for everything !! She is an amzing sister who
takes care of all administration matters, and behond. She handles everything from communicating
with fellowship coordinators for church announcaements, coordinating church prayer meetings,
and church special events, printing of Sunday bulletin, updating church directory, keeping record
of membership, dispatching notices and paper work relating to congregational meetings .....The
list goes on!. She is always smiling, helpful and welcoming, despite of her overwhelming job
responsibilites. We are so blessed to have her as part of our church staffs team: the best
ambassador for our church.
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VACANCY

The church continues its search for a Children Director for our children ministry. A Children
Director Search Committee (consisting of Elder Joe, Hsienfeng Shimu, Joyce Shimu, Weijun
Huang, Pan Luo and Rui Kang) has been formed. There has not been much development in this
process. May the Lord provide a suitable candidate to serve in this important position.

STAFFS NEWS AND MOVEMENTS IN 2025

e At the February Congregational Meeting, the ordination of Minister Xiao and renewal of his
engagement for 4 years were approved.

e Pastor Xiao was ordained as our Pastor in May, followed by a joyful celebration

2025 was a year for overseas travel for all the church staff.

Pastor Chen: He was on sabbatical for 3 months (between May and August). During such time,
he was in Taiwan — attended the Christian Research Think Tank course and visited pastors; and
in England -he served at COCM’s Summer Family Camp and its affiliated church.

Pastor Eric: He was also on sabbatical for 3 months (between July and October), during which
time he had a chance to visit local churches in the Czech Republic through his relatives who are
missionaries, serving as pastoral training mentors to the local Czech pastors. While in Arizona,
he attended the English congregation at the Tucson Chinese Baptist Church and got to see how
other English congregation fares in a Chinese church.

Pastor Ivan: In anticipation of the birth of the third child of Pastor Ivan and Joyce Shimu, we
gave Joyce Shimu a baby shower in July.




The whole family went to Taiwan where the baby was born in October. Congratulations to the
newly added family member: Winston.

Pastor Ivan took an extended leave to stay in Taiwan to care for Joyce Shimu, the new baby and
the other two children since October for the rest of the year (returning in January 2026.)

Pastor Xiao and Sophia Shimu went to 2 short term mission trips in 2025: first to South American

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Cantonese Fellowship Jo Ho

In the past few years, the Cantonese Fellowship has experienced a significant loss of brothers and sisters
due to work and family commitments. Fortunately, the situation has stabilized in the past two years. We
thank God that He has brought two new sisters into our community, and they consistently attend church
every Sunday to worship God and participate in Sunday school.

Although our membership is small, several brothers and sisters who love the Lord are still dedicated to
service. Therefore, in 2025, we have Cantonese Sunday school every Sunday. We also continue to have
online fellowship meetings every Friday evening.

The 2025 Sunday school curriculum includes the Book of Esther, the Song of Solomon, and spiritual growth.
Classes were held both in person at church and online. An average of ten people attend each class. Friday
meetings include Bible study, special topics, and cell groups. All are online. Bible study includes 1 Peter
and the Gospel of Mark. All special topics are led by Mrs. Vivienne. Each meeting has 12 to 14 participants.
In terms of Bible study, in addition to interpretation, great emphasis is placed on its application in daily life.

As always, we held two in-person meetings at church on Saturdays. This was to encourage the entire
fellowship to attend church meetings and to provide an opportunity for seekers to come to know Christ. A
potluck followed the gospel message. The first was in May, when we played a sharing session by Pastor
Joseph Sung, former president of the Chinese University of Hong Kong. The second was in early December,
when Pastor Xiao Min spoke about the love of Christ. Both meetings were very well attended.

In early September, on Labor Day, seven brothers and sisters attended the annual Cantonese retreat at
Lowell Bible Church. The speaker was Pastor Peter Wu. The theme was learning to live out Christ through
Colossians. It was very beneficial.

This year, the fellowship also had two outdoor activities. In the summer, we went to Lake Louisa in Milford.
In the fall, we went apple picking at Carlson Orchards in Harvard. We thank God for the ideal weather,
which allowed everyone to have a relaxing and enjoyable time.

In early October, Bill Yu and his wife Peggy, who had moved to Texas for work several years ago, returned
to Boston for a visit. It just so happened that Pastor Ho Roujen and Liping were among us. We thank God
for this rare opportunity to have dinner with them together with Pastor Chen and his wife to reminisce and
share.
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During the year, when members were ill or injured in a car accident, everyone showed loving care, putting
the Lord's teachings into practice.

Thanks to the relentless
efforts and skills of the multimedia team, Chinese subtitles were added to the screen using Al before the
end of the year. From 2026 onwards, all Chinese sermons will have Chinese subtitles, eliminating the need
for Cantonese translation.

Thank God for guiding and providing for our fellowship's needs. Thanks to all the dedicated co-workers.
May God's grace and blessings continue to be with every member in the new year.
